PAPER FORMAT
Paper includes abstract, main body (introduction, method/theory, application, results/discussion), acknowledgement (optional) and references. Whole paper should be 10 pages long (A4: 29.7 cm. x 21 cm.) including abstract, main body, acknowledgement, references, figures, and tables. Longer sized papers will not be accepted.     
Papers may be submitted in Turkish or English. For understanding of the international participants, only the abstracts of Turkish papers  should also be written in English and attached as a  discrete page to the beginning of the papers. Abstracts of the papers  in English and Turkish should include max. 100 words. Papers should be written in Times New Roman type fonts. The main headings (capital, bold), subheadings (bold), and text part should be 12 font size. The first letter of subheadings must be capital.  
Papers should be single line spaced. Page margins must be as given below:
Left margin: 3.50 cm

Right margin: 2.50 cm
Top margin: 2.50 cm
Bottom margin: 2.50 cm
Paper Abstract  includes paper title (14 font, bold, centered, capital), author name(s) (numbered and comma separated), affiliation, city, country and their e-mail addresses (10 font, centered, numbers referring to the authors should be given at the beginnig of the sentence), abstract ( max. 100 words, 12 font), and key words (max. 5 words). Key words should be given in a separate line by leaving a line after the abstract.  
All equations and formulas which will be used in text must be numbered sequentially. For this purpose, numbers should be given on the left side of the formulas as left justified in round brackets. 

All tables and figures which will be used in the paper must be numbered in their own rights and placed at the cent

er the page. Table header must be placed above the table and figure caption must be placed below the figure as centered.

References should be arranged in order to the last names of the authors. For example;
De Nevers, N. Air Pollution Control Engineering, McGraw-Hill, Inc, New York, 1995.

Şen, O. Air pollution features in İstanbul,  Aerosols, 5, 191-194, 1998. 

Each reference used in the text must be given in REFERENCES part. Sample formats of the references used in the text are:

“For ‘one-author’ reference… Şen, 2009)”.

“For ‘two-author’ reference...(Şen ve Kadıoğlu, 2009)”.

“For ‘more than two authors’ reference...(Şen vd., 2009)”.

“...(Şen, 2008; Kadıoğlu, 2009)...
“Şen et al. (2009) have suggested that...”

PREPARATION RULES FOR POSTER PREPARATION    

Posters should be hanged on the allocated place. Poster discussions will be held at the hours indicated. Poster size should be 100 cm. (height) x 60 cm. (width). Posters must be readable from a distance of about 1 meter. It is necessary for the author(s) to be in the posters’ hall on the allocated time. 

VISUAL PRESENTATION TOOLS

The speakers should deliver their presentations to the person in charge for presentation hall at least half an hour prior to the time of the session.
